
How do we identify whether a child has SEND? 

A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty or disability if he or she: 

• has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same age, or 

• has a disability which prevents or hinders him or her from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for 

others of the same age. (CoP 2015, xii-xiv)

IPMs must be written, shared and reviewed with parents and CYP termly (3 times per year 

minimum). 
 

Tier 5 
 

EHCAR 
 

CYP is not responding to IPM in place for at 
least 1 term. Alert LT. 

 
Monitoring and EHCAR process. 

 

Tier 6 
 

EHCP 
 

IPM and accessibility plan must be 
informed by EHCP. Reviewed with class 

teacher and LT termly. 
Annual Review to be held annually with
